“Harvest Happiness” 

 

Those who go out weeping, bearing the seed for sowing, 

shall come home with shouts of joy, carrying their sheaves. 

The Lord has done great things for us, and we rejoiced. 

(Psalm 126:6, 3) 

 

 This is indeed the season of harvest, although all that remains in most fields are the most hardy of crops – those that 

can tolerate the dropping temperatures and decreasing hours of daylight. 

 

 But – the fact is – that in order for there to be a harvest of any kind – or at any time – there must first be sowing.  

So it is that Jesus spoke of sowing and reaping on more than one occasion.  And – building upon Jesus’ teaching – Paul 

wrote this in his Second Letter to the Corinthians: 

 

The point is this: the one who sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, 

and the one who sows bountifully will also reap bountifully....  

He who supplies seed to the sower and bread for food 

will supply and multiply your seed for sowing 

and increase the harvest of your righteousness. 

(9:6, 10) 

  

 To be sure, happiness comes with the season of harvest, both for the farmer and for the ultimate consumer of that 

which is harvest.  And, this resultant happiness is also very real for those who sow (read: invest) in the coming Kingdom of 

God. 

 

 Long before I ever thought of attending seminary, I had the privilege of serving on the First Newark Session with 

Elder Edward F. Gliwa, Sr.  Ed had been the chief physician at the former Chrysler Plant in Newark, and he had this to say 

about “sowing” in the Body of Christ, the Church: 

 

“If you are not getting any joy from your giving, 

give enough that you can be happy about it!” 

 

 To be sure, there may – sometimes – be “tears” [read: a degree of sacrifice] involved in our giving, as it was with 

the sowing mentioned in Psalm 126.  But God – who delighted in giving us the gifts of salvation in Jesus Christ and the in-

dwelling Holy Spirit – has also designed us to experience joy in our giving. 

 

 Mimi and I are indeed happy to be sowing with you, as we work together to reap a harvest for Christ here at Lower 

Brandywine!

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All Saintõs Day  November 1, 2018 

 

 
All Saintsô Day, also called All Hallowsô 

Day, Hallowmas, or Feast of All Saints, in the 
Christian church, a day commemorating all the 
saints of the church, both known and unknown, 
who have attained heaven. It is celebrated on 
November 1 in the Western churches and on 
the first Sunday after Pentecost in the Eastern 
churches. In Roman Catholicism, the feast is 
usually a holy day of obligation. 

The origin of All Saintsô Day cannot be 
traced with certainty, and it has been observed 
on various days in different places. A feast of 
all martyrs was kept on May 13 in the Eastern 
church according to Ephraem Syrus (died c. 
373), which may have determined the choice of 
May 13 by Pope Boniface IV when he 
dedicated the Pantheon in Rome as a church 
in honour of the Blessed Virgin and all martyrs 
in 609. The first evidence for the November 1 
date of celebration and of the broadening of 
the festival to include all saints as well as all 
martyrs occurred during the reign of Pope 
Gregory III (731ï741), who dedicated a chapel 
in St. Peterôs, Rome, on November 1 in honour 
of all saints. In 800 All Saintsô Day was kept by 
Alcuin on November 1, and it also appeared in 
a 9th-century English calendar on that day. In 
837 Pope Gregory IV ordered its general 
observance. In medieval England the festival 
was known as All Hallows, and its eve is still 
known as Halloween. The period from October 
31 to November 2 (All Soulsô Day) is 
sometimes known as Allhallowtide.
